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“If All were Right in the World …  
 

...then, according to Kevin Nickels, Mary Vorel 
(R4161) should have won; as not even my dad should 
be able to come from nearly last to finish third and 
win a regatta!” In order to accomplish this unbeliev-
able feat, Dave Nickels (4176) said “he had to use his 
entire roll of lucky nickels in that race.” As disheart-
ening as the result may have been for Mary and 
Grandmother Pat Vorel, they kept up a great fight with 
Dave and crew Emila Oslund. Neither team finished 
out of the top ten and each team had a first, second, 
and third in the first 6 races.  Tied at 20 points apiece, 
both languished through Wednesday’s fluky to wind-
less day and, like the other 25 boats, all waited for 
Thursday—hoping for the wind to return.  (What Rebel 
Sailors do with out wind is pictorial explained on pages 7 and 8.) 
  It turns out that the postponement was a good call as 
the wind did return the next day. Even our hosts were 
surprised by the amount of wind we had that early in 
the day. So it seemed that avoiding the fluky up and 
down wind of Wednesday would allow our Champi-
onship to be decided by the sailors for the fourth year 
in a row. 
  As one would hope, the pair of contenders was left to 
settle the matter alone by the rest of the competitors.  
(Kevin Nickels and crew Ethan Oslund were 9 points 
back and were hoping for their own fable.) So Dave 
and Mary were set 

with crews Emila and Pat for a match race.  And what 
a superb match race it was.  According to the skippers 
the lead was exchanged at least a half-a-dozen times, 
with 2 of the exchanges occurring on the same down-
wind leg.  Mary rounded to the final weather leg of 
Race 7 first and had to make a decision.  On the previ-
ous two weather legs the left side of the course had the 
stronger-steady breeze, so the choice seemed obvious.  
In order to protect his position, Dave threw a loose 
cover on Elliott and Carol Hilsinger who had chosen 
the right-side of the 

Little did our photographers know that this picture, taken in Mon-
day’s second race, was predicting the Regatta’s 1-2 finish. 
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course to finish.  As it turns out, the wind had shifted 
to the right, but was now the weakest in the middle.  
This combination of shifting-weak wind prevented 
Mary from tacking to cover, according to Dave. As a 
result, Dave and Emila were able to finish ahead of 
Mary and Pat with Elliott 
and Carol close behind.  
So despite the best efforts 
of our ever-diligent race 
committee, a race was de-
cided, in part, by wind. 
  Apparently, Dave and 
Emila had completely for-
gotten about the wind be-
ing weakest in the middle 
of the weather leg as that 
is exactly where they 
sailed on the first leg of 
race 8.  The cost of this 
oversight was to send 
them to the back of the 
pack at the first mark. At 
this point Dave said his thoughts were of working to 
save second, as it seemed that Kevin and Ethan were 
being handed their fable.  In the end, “this would be 
one of the strangest races I have ever sailed in any Na-
tionals I have ever sailed,” said Dave of our eighth and 
final race. 

 Meanwhile, Mary and Pat had not forgotten about the 
shifty wind and choose the left-side of the course to be 
clear ahead at the first rounding. Then, as if the wind 
wasn’t cruel enough earlier, the entire fleet was nearly 
becalmed.  This is a great thing if you are on a down-

wind leg and are in the 
back of the fleet as the 
wind will arrive there first.  
As most of the fleet was 
on or above the rum line, 
Dave chose to avoid this 
by running very low.  
Dave said that when they 
were about two-thirds of 
the way down the leg, a 
little puff came up and 
carried them through their 
jibe to starboard.  On star-
board, Dave and Emila 
were able to reach up to 
the mark and passed about 
15 boats to jump into fifth 

and back into contention.  On the fifth leg, Mary went 
from 1st to 3rd while Dave went from 5th to 6th as the 
shifty winds bedeviled them both.  In the end it was 
the 7th leg that was the final turning point as Mary 
found herself in 4th, while Dave moved to 2nd in one 
of the strangest races he'd ever sailed.                    RRR
